deliver them to a commercial compost site.

There, the organic materials are turned into
compost, a nutrient-rich soil amendment that is used
in landscaping, gardening and road construction projects.

Collection schedule

Curbside organics will be collected weekly, while single-sort recycling collection
of plastics, metals, glass, cartons, cardboard and paper will continue to be every
other week — see blue/gray recycling map and calendar for details.

For those who sign up, weekly organics collection will take place the same day
as garbage day.
